WOMEN ON SNOW TOUR 2009

Monday through Wednesday, January 26, 27, & 28, 2009

For those who want to extend the experience of Women on Snow, a tour is offered following WOS weekend. Tour is for a small
group of women who can ride faster and for longer duration than is done on the weekend. Tour is only open to women who
have ridden on a Women on Snow weekend in 2009 or in previous years.

Women on Snow Tour 2009 is MondayWednesday,
January 26, 27, & 28. The tour is limited to past par-
ticipants of Women on Snow (including those who first
joined us in 2009) a minimum of 15 and a maximum of
30 riders. Tour participants must have trail riding ex-
perience, be physically able to travel long distances in
a day, and ride at a speed to keep up with others on
tour.

A meeting for all tour riders will be held after the
weekend event ends on Sunday afternoon. The tour
departs early Monday morning. You will need to carry
all your own provisions on your snowmobile except for
oil and a small bag with medications, which can be put
in the support vehicle.

insula of Michigan. We will stay overnight, leaving there

early Tuesday morning for a second location, and stay

overnight there. We will return to the Wild Eagle
Lodge on Wednesday afternoon, when the tour ends.

Registrations are taken first -come, first -served. The

deadline for reservations is December 15 . Lodging
is double occupancy, so keep this in mind when re-

guesting who you want to room with. Storage space

Frequently Asked Questions about Women on Snow Weekend and Tour Events

Need a Snowmobile Trail Pass? Many area businesses carry Wisconsin Trail Passes. The closest ones to the Wild
Eagle Lodge are the gas stations on Highways 45 and 70. More information is available online from the WI DNR.

Arriving Early or Staying Longer? The Wild Eagle Lodge is offering special rates for participants who want to come
early or stay later. Reservations can be made by calling them at 715 -479-3151.

What is the Women on Snow Hat Policy? Each participant is required to wear the WOS hat throughout the week-
end and tour events, which identifies her as a participant.

How Fast do the Groups Ride? Of course it depends on the conditions, but on the average they travel 20 -35 mph
on the weekend and 25-45 mph on tour.
